different levels of rewards.

KEA gift certificates will be awarded at each level 
to encourage locals in their continued efforts.  



The First Star: Core Criteria for an effectively functioning local 

ÅFor your local association to become a Star Local; to 
successfully unite, organize and empower its 
members; and to ensure that it is a functioning 
organization, it must meet certain core criteria.  
ÅOnce your local has met these criteria and you have 

submitted to KEA the required documentation, your 
local will have earned its first star, and you will be a 
STAR Local.
