[image: Marnel C. Moorman]The Marnel C. Moorman Memorial Scholarship is given each year in memory of the first African-American to be elected President of the Kentucky Education Association. Mr. Moorman was serving his second term as president when he was killed in a car accident in 1994 while returning from a meeting with KEA members. He believed deeply in diversity, both within the teaching profession and within the association. After Mr. Moorman’s death, the past presidents of KEA established this scholarship to preserve his memory and to honor his many contributions to public education. 
Each year, the KEA Executive Committee selects at least one recipient of this scholarship an award of $1000; if funds allow, more than one annual award may be given. Current college students enrolled in an educator preparation program at an accredited Kentucky university or college, or high school seniors who plan to major in education and who have a family member who belongs to KEA are eligible to be considered. Ethnic minority status of each applicant will be considered but is not required. A $1000 scholarship will be offered to each successful candidate on a one-year basis.
